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The Pinckney Neighborhood Association was formed to provide a way for people to come together and deal with common concerns as a group. The Pinckney Neighborhood is one of the original Lawrence neighborhoods.  Because of its age, much of the development over the years has occurred in a haphazard manner. This mish-mash of zoning and development can threaten the long-term stability of our neighborhood. 

A project the Pinckney Neighborhood Association has taken on is to work with the City of Lawrence on zoning changes that will aid in the future growth of our neighborhood.  We worked with the Hillcrest and Old West Lawrence Neighborhood Associations to come up with a vision of future growth along 6th Street.

Also, a number of Pinckney Neighborhood residents were involved in taking a complete survey of our neighborhood and found there were errors in City records that could impact property owners.

All this talk about zoning may not seem very interesting but we believe that proper zoning adds to long-term stability. Zoning assures people of how future growth can occur. If property owners think that their single family home will eventually be surrounded by multi-family rental or commercial property, the incentive to maintain their property may be less, which can add to the overall downward spiral of a neighborhood.

Earlier this year, PNA asked that the Lawrence Memorial Hospital to work with the neighborhood to accommodate neighbors who would be affected by renovations at the hospital. After several meetings, the neighborhood and Hospital worked out a plan that would meet the Hospital’s goals but also not adversely affect the neighborhood.

The Pinckney Neighborhood Association also yearly provides a spring neighborhood and park cleanup and picnic as ways to bring our neighborhood together. 

Our future projects include inventories of neighborhood sidewalk and structure conditions.  We believe these are factors in the quality of life in our neighborhood. 

We have undertaken a number of efforts that we believe will help to ensure the long range health and stability of our neighborhood, but we need help to continue to accomplish this and gain ideas of what more we want to accomplish.  

We truly enjoy our neighborhood.  It has a great mix of people, which we value.  It is a large and diverse neighborhood.  But efforts directed toward our neighborhood do not just benefit our neighborhood, but strengthens the City of Lawrence as a whole. 

The Pinckney Neighborhood Association will continue to work to encourage neighbors to come together to work on issues that affect us individually and as a neighborhood, but this ultimately means we are working for the betterment of our entire community.
